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Introduction: Paradigm Shifts

The last Plenary Assembly in Barcelona (2016) initiated a process of renewal and
restructuring for our movement at the international level. Building on initial steps that had
already been initiated in Vienna (2012), the Barcelona Assembly took note of the rapidly
changing priorities of our traditional funding partners, a new ecclesial context initiated by the
papacy of Pope Francis, and increasingly limited possibilities for our movement to have a
substantial impact in the United Nations system as in the past. It was clear that a new way of
operating was necessary, particularly without a paid Secretary General. Together with the
rest of the council, we were asked to help accompany our movement in this renewal, with a
more dedicated commitment to journey with and support our members and deeper our
collective understanding of mission.

At the 2018 Council meeting in Fribourg, Switzerland -- before COVID-19 -- we identified a
series of “paradigm shifts” in how our movement operates. We can see these shifts, in four
priority areas:

1. deepening our mission and shared spirituality of action;

2. renewing our identity as a global Catholic community;

3. deepening our partnership with IMCS; and

4. increasing our self-financing.

Paradoxically, the challenges brought about by COVID-19 and the increased access to
technologies opened up new possibilities for us to engage our members, and to live our
mission, in new ways.

Although our human and financial resources at the international level remained limited, we
greatly increased our cross continental programing over the past two years, including online
liturgies, webinars, virtual visits, and leadership training. Moreover, our partnership with
IMCS has increased significantly, as marked by a number of shared online programs, weekly
meetings between our teams, several joint publications and plans for the reunification of our
common secretariats.

As volunteers for our movement, including one with a full time job and small children, we
recognize that we were unable to accomplish all that we wanted over the past five years. We
were, however, able to accomplish things that we did not initially plan. Moreover, we remain
convinced that our movement has made some important steps forward and that there
remains a need for ICMICA/MIIC in the church and the world today.

Please find attached a summary of some of our key accomplishments from this period (Part
I) and a chronology of the major events (Part II).

A Brief Overview of How We Worked
The following is an overview of how we worked:

The work of the International Team: Since 2012, ICMICA has been without a paid
Secretary General. Philippe Ledouble, a former council member, agreed to take on
the post in a volunteer capacity. Philippe and Kevin met each week, and were often
in communication on a daily basis. In general, Kevin devoted two days a week to
movement projects. A research sabbatical for the first half of 2021 enabled Kevin to
devote most of his time to serving the movement.

The Work of the International Council: The Barcelona Assembly mandated the
Council to act as a working council. In the past, the council was more an annual
international meeting than a standing body. Following Barcelona, the council met
monthly on zoom. Unfortunately, two of the council members elected did not
participate, with one member not attending a single monthly meeting. In addition to a
monthly meeting, the Council met twice for in person meetings in Paris (2017) and
then in Fribourg (2019) and organized a more intensive two-day meeting online in
October 2020.

What does it mean to be a Catholic
professional and intellectual? We addressed this question in a number of ways.

The Spirituality of Action calls us to look
beyond national, continental, cultural and
generational borders to the universal
dimension. This is something central to the very core of the “Pax Romana” idea.
The Spirituality of Action is a means of personal and social transformation, what
can be described as an integral liberation. Such a move to liberation looks in a
special way to those at the margins of society, especially the poor and to the margins
of the church.

The Spirituality of Action affirms that true transformation comes only after
discernment informed by the Gospel, the Catholic social tradition, and reason. A key
element of who we are is to bridge the intellectual and the spiritual dimensions of life.
The Spirituality of Action affirms that discernment and transformation is best when
done in community. We value the communal dimension of our movement at multiple
levels from the local to the global.

Our Milieu: The responsibility of the Catholic professional and intellectual today.

This spirituality takes on new meaning when we consider the milieu in which ICMICA/MIIC
operates. What'’s the specific responsibility of being a Catholic intellectual or professional
today? What responsibility comes with having university formation (including time in IMCS
student groups) ? Do we actualize the potential we have?

These are questions that have surfaced for the ICMICA International Team over the past few

years.

2. Renewing our ldentity as a Global Catholic Community

During our mandate, we saw a need to renew our identity as a global Catholic Community by
facilitating Intercontinental, intergenerational, and intercultural dialogue across our movement.
The rapid development and access to information communication technologies, particularly in
the wake of the COVID lockdowns, opened up new avenues of communication and

movement building.

Cross-continental conversations
In the wake of the
COVID Cirisis, we
organized six
cross- continental
conversations
with IMCS. These
brought together
members of our
movements from
eighteen countries on the impact of COVID19.
All of these are available on our website and
YouTube channel.

Website and Social Media

During our mandate, we greatly increased our
movement’s social media presence with a
new website, Twitter account, Youtube
channel, and facebook. We feel we have
come a long way.
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Dialogue in the Crisis Context

The political crisis in Catalonia in 2017 raised
the question of the specific mission of Pax
Romana in political conflicts, especially when
our local movements are divided. But this
gives us a mission: being an actor of
reconciliation on the internal borders. We
launched an effort to try to mediate some of
the tensions with members from Latin
America. While the results of this initiative are
unclear, the experience offered a new role for
the mission of our global community in
building bridges when there are differences
within our movement (true to the original idea
of Pax Romana).

ILO Through the SIIAEC, Pax Romana was
represented in the International Labour
conferences during our mandate. We are
thankful to the work of Jocelyne and Bruno
Boulnois from MCC France in this regard.

Strasbourg

At the Council of Europe, the ICMICA-Pax
Romana team was very active. Philippe
Grolleau contributed to many reflections on
Human Rights, Democracy and social
cohesion, culture and education, protection
of NGOs in particular countries. He was
also member of the “Cingo”, the
coordination of Christian NGOs. The main
remaining challenge is the connection
between local movements and global
institutions.

UNESCO in Paris and to find volunteers to
replace the incredible team we had with
Maria Rosaria Le Péchoux and Marguerite
Dauny.

3. Deepening our Partnership with IMCS

A key priority throughout our mandate has been providing support for our brothers and sisters
in IMCS and in deepening our partnership and shared identity as Pax Romana. As a former
president of IMCS, Kevin was in a unique position to build bridges with the present IMCS
leaders. The importance of this relationship was made clear in many of the virtual visits with
member associations. The future of our movement, in many ways, depends upon this key

partnership.

Regular Meetings with IMCS

During our mandate, the ICMICA and IMCS
teams organized regular meetings with our
friends in IMCS. Over the past two years,
we often met weekly.

Centenary Celebrations
IMCS and ICMICA

made the decision to
celebrate the

Centenary of the Pax
Romana family

together. We created

a joint logo,

organized programs

to record the

testimonies of former members, produced
two videos, and hosted the launch of the
Centenary year in July. To commemorate
the launch of this year, Philippe and Kevin
met with Ravi Tissera for a week in
Geneva to organize the online celebration
which gathered together over 400
members and former members of our
movements.

Joint Events Around the 2018 Youth Synod

In 2018, ICMICA worked with IMCS to
mobilize several events related to the
launch of a
new book

ICMICA facilitated the drafting of a joint
statement between IMCS, ICMICA, and
IYCS entitled: Young Catholics and the
Synod: Listening to Voices from Around the
World. This statement was circulated
among participants at the Synod.

Linked to these events, Kevin Ahern and
Chirstopher Malano edited a book, entitled
God'’s Quad: Small Faith Communities on
Campus and Beyond (2018: Orbis Books).
This book includes resources on the
Spirituality of Action and Review of Life.
This book featured chapters by a number
of ICMICA members on the impact of IMCS
groups, including: Kevin Ahern (USA),
Michael Deeb, OP (South Africa), Cecilia
Tovar (Peru), Chirstopher Malano (USA),
Marina D’Costa (India), and Afou Chantal
Bengaly (Mali).

The La Roche Project:
Common Pax Romana Center for Spirituality and Social Action.

A definitive fruit of the renewed partnership with IMCS has
been the creation of the “La Roche project” where we envision
the creation of a Common Pax Romana Center for Spirituality
and Social Action.

| This center would include the relocation of the IMCS and
ICMICA Secretariats into a Common space in the Grand
Geneva region (just one hour by train to UN) in an old
novitiate of the Sisters of Charity. As a team, we have worked
with IMCS to address some of the logistics of having to move out of their previous office in
Paris and hope that we can relocate together. The building would allow for the offices of the
two movements, living space for IMCS teams, a few guest rooms, and access to the larger
convent for bigger meetings when needed.

This project promises to bring about a new moment in the cooperation of the two movements
and for our future sustainability and shared spirituality.

4. Increasing Our Self-Financing

Given the changing realities among our traditional funding partners, the Barcelona Assembly
mandated the International Council find ways to deepen our self-financing. As a movement
our primary source of income are contributions from membership fees, individual donations,
and fees paid by individual members. Over the past five years, we have had mixed results in
soliciting these necessary funds. The renewal of the website enabled us to collect fees with
credit cards and PayPal.

We wrote, but unfortunately were ultimately unsuccessful at soliciting external grants from
the Papal Foundation and Raskob Foundation. We were successful at soliciting small
grants for projects, including the events related to the Youth Synod. Movements like ours,
without the advocacy of a local bishop, encounter difficulties in soliciting these funds
without a more professionally developed project.

Broadly, the expenses can be classified in a few main areas. For a more detailed analysis of
the finances, see the report by the treasurer. These figures do not take into account the
donation of time of the international team and the income and expenses of the activities at
the regions.

Conclusion:

As we conclude this report, we are happy with what we have accomplished and have
included nearly 20 recommendations that we hope can offer some guidance ahead.
At the same time, we are aware of the challenges facing our journey ahead. Four existential
challenges are particularly worth mentioning:
A. Extension: How can we develop a strategy to extension at the global level? What
areas should we prioritize? What model of movement do we propose? Who will take
on this task (especially in Asia and North America)?

B. Young professional groups: How do we support the creation of new groups of
young professionals / IMCS alumni and support existing groups? How can we make
sure if there are existing ICMICA groups there is room for younger members to grow
and develop their own dynamic?

C. Sense of global community: How can we strengthen the sense of being part of a
global movement among our members? How can we better integrate with local
groups, if there is no national federation or if national leaders are not as interested in
the global life of the movement? How can we strengthen the sense at the local level
of being part of a global community across continents?

D. Membership fees and commitment: How do we strengthen the regular financial
contribution of all members each year-something that will be essential for the future
development of our movement? How do we regulate this when there are regional
membership fees (and avoid any sense of competition within the movement)?

Despite these challenges, we are confident, in this centenary year, in the future because we
have discovered two deep sources of energy:

e the cooperation with IMCS and

e the rediscovery of our common spirituality of action.

These two sources can help to ensure the future sustainability of our movement going
forward. We believe that the plans for the common secretariat, which would also function as
a common center for our shared spirituality of action, will help to renew the life of our
movement at all levels and we remain committed to help the movement with this in the
future.
